@ Wi 2022 Legislation

AB 1814 (Grayson) — Transportation Electrification

« California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC) has
authorized investor-owned utilities to collect >$1 billion
from ratepayers for transportation electrification.

* This bill would authorize CCAs to apply to the CPUC
for funding to administer transportation electrification
programs in their service areas.

« Customers of CCAs already pay into transportation
electrification program funds.

 This bill would enable CCAs to play a more active role
In helping California meet its EV goals.

* In June 2021, the California Public Utilities Commission
mandated that CleanPowerSF and other power providers
procure Long-duration Energy Storage (LDS) resources.

« CleanPowerSF participated in a Request for Offers (RFQO) for
LDS resources as a member of California Community Power
(CC Power).

* On Jan. 19th CC Power approved its first LDS project from a
competitive solicitation, the Tumbleweed LDS project.

« CC Power member agencies, including CleanPowerSF, are
now seeking approval from their governing bodies to
participate in the Tumbleweed LDS project.
